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SATYAJIT RAY FILM AND TELEVISION INSTITUTE — AN OVERVIEW

Satyaijit Ray Film & Television Institute, named after legendary film maestro Satyajit Ray, was set up by the
Government of India in 1995 as an autonomous academic institution under the Ministry of Information and
Broadcasting. The Institute was subsequently registered under the West Bengal Societies Registration Act,

1961.
The Institute is situated in nearly forty acres of lush green sprawling campus with two large water bodies at

the Eastern Metropolitan Bypass in Kolkata.
Satyaijit Ray Film and Television Institute has three studio floors and a News and Current Affairs studio with

multi-camera setup. It has three sound recording studios, one animation studio, several editing suits and
classrooms with audiovisual projection facilities. All these spaces are operational with high-end state-of-the-
art equipment. The Institute also hosts a Main Theatre (with three hundred and seventy seats), a Preview
Theatre (with seventy two seats), a classroom theatre (with ninety six seats) and an Open Air Theatre And a
well-stocked library with a large collection of books, periodicals and Audio Visual materials in the campus. It
has separate hostels for boys and girls (with one hundred and twenty rooms), staff quarters and a guest

house comprising two suites and sixteen air conditioned rooms.
Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute has succeeded in articulating and disseminating classical and

contemporary theories of praxis for creative minds to leap into the world of professional practice — be it

mainstream, parallel, art house, experimental, non-fiction narratives, orindependent filmmaking.
Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute sanctions an appropriate amount of grant to the students to make

their dissertation films. Further, grant is also accorded to the students in the making of short films,

documentary films, newsreels, musicals and other non-fiction audiovisual materials.
ATelevision Centre for excellence at Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute, comprising a state-of-the-art

studio building and academic departments has been completed by the Civil Construction Wing of Prasar
Bharati.

MANAGEMENT & ORGANIZATIONAL FRAMEWORK
The Institute is run by the Society constituted by the Government of India. The Society, headed by the

The three academic year full-time regular courses for the seventeenth batch (2019 — 2022) students started
from August 12, 2019 in the following disciplines:

The students of the film wing are also enriched with the Master Classes, Seminars, Workshops, and Popular
Lectures by industry experts and other activities throughout the year. The faculty members of all the above
disciplines are from the core profession, well updated in their respective fields and have received many
national and international awards for their creative craftsmanship and endeavours.
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Department of Direction and Screenplay Writing

The Department of Direction and Screenplay Writing consists of one classroom theatre with state-of-the-art
digital projector and surround sound system with a seating capacity of ninety six students. In addition, there
are three smart classrooms with ample number of camera, editing and sound equipment for students’
pedagogic exercises. For research and development works, the students use the departmental lab that
consists of eight computers.

Seven numbers of Sony FS-7 cameras have been procured by the department during the financial year 2019
-2020.

Department of Cinematography

Post transitory phase from celluloid to digital in terms of technology, the Department of Cinematography
implemented a complete digital syllabus. Accordingly, the department updated its camera inventory with
state-of-the-art digital technology, with one Arri AlexaClassic camera with Odyssey 7Q RAW recorder, four
Sony F-55 cameras with 4K Raw recording facility and one Blackmagic Design Ursa Mini camera. The optics
inventory of cinematography department includes ArriUltraprime and Zeiss super speed lenses, along with
Angenieux HR and Fujinon Alura zoom lens. To facilitate digital-single-lens-reflex type filming, the
department has two Canon 5D and one Sony Alpha 7S Il camera, other than GoPro Hero — |V action camera
and four Sony EX3 cameras. The department has state-of-the-art dynamic range testing gear like Xyla and
Chroma du monde chart.

The department also has a rich variant of cine lights and grip inventory and studios with appropriate
amenities. Three numbers of DSC Lab and a projector with surround sound system were procured by the
Department of Cinematography during the financial year 2019 - 2020. The department has installed one
basic color grading work station with DaVinci Resolve Mini Panel and color correction software, Color
Monkey, for students practice and also maintains an active interface with professional color grading labs for
regular student project and practice.

Department of Sound Recording and Design

Equipped with a re-recording theatre for surround sound, two full fledged music recording theatres capable
of housing more than fifty musicians and ample number of digital audio workstations, the Department of
Sound Recording and Design boasts of the quality of equipment and its students. Special Installations like
Auro 3D (the latest surround technology creating a sense of height to the film viewing experience), Dolby 5.1
Surround Sound (the most popular technology in Indian and World Cinema) and a traditional stereo sound
studio for audio effects and dialogues, are assets of the department.

The graduates of this department have gone abroad to pursue higher studies besides making a mark in the
film industry in India, earning acclaim and the highest awards as sound recording engineers and sound
designers for films. During the financial year 2019 - 2020, the department procured two additional ProTools
and Wave Bundles software along with an Apple Mac Pro and an audio mixing console.

Department of Editing

The Department of Editing transformed itself into new digital domain practices using techniques and
methods of Digital Non-Linear Editing. The section comprises Avid Media Composers, Final Cut Pro Studio
and Adobe Creative Suites for benefits of the students. The department has steadily moved towards High
Definition, 2K and 4K digital workflow, keeping the international standard of RAW acquisition.

For conducting the regular classroom session and screenings, Agit-prop and Vaudeville are equipped with
high-end projection and surround sound systems. The department also has two high-end computer set-up
for raw data handling and colour correction.

Department of Producing for Film and Television

The Department of Producing for Film and Television is a perfect combination of business and creativity,
where entrepreneurial skills and storytelling expertise are a must. The lectures and workshops are
conducted throughout the year by professionals or industry experts, and particularly in the mentored
practical work. Pedagogic sessions are conducted in the areas of script analysis, pitching, casting,
budgeting, financing, production phases, marketing, media law and management. Students learn the real-
word strategies for successful producing and are encouraged to develop the professional network needed
within the film and television industry.
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The facilities provided include dedicated workstations, professional softwares for production and editing
purposes and well equipped classroom theatres. During the financial year 2019 - 2020, a cine camera setup,
Sony Alpha with accessories, were procured for conducting practical sessions with students.

Department of Animation Cinema

Considering the changing trend in the field of animation, multimedia, gaming and creative storytelling, the
Department of Animation Cinema offers a three-year postgraduate course with a motto of providing highly
skilled professionals in this vast global market.

During the financial year 2019 - 2020, the department procured Toon Boom software to create a state-of-the-
art computer studio to facilitate the post production workflow. The department had procured the required
lights for the stop motion studio. The cameras and the lighting equipment will be purchased in the
forthcoming budget allocation.

Electronic & Digital Media Wing

Satyaijit Ray Film and Television Institute offers training in the electronic and digital audio-visual platforms,
which is considered most sought after for those inclined to take up the AV platform as their profession. This
dynamic, up to the minute ever-evolving, scenario-based course is highly time appropriate and beneficial. It
is perhaps the only course in the sector that moves with the need of the time.

The Electronic & Digital Media wing with a two-year full-time postgraduate course in six disciplines
commenced its third batch (2019 -2021) from August 12, 2019 in full swing.

The disciplines are:

. Electronic and Digital Media Management

. Writing for Electronic and Digital Media

. Cinematography for Electronic and Digital Media

. Editing for Electronic and Digital Media

. Sound for Electronic and Digital Media

6. Direction and Producing for Electronic and Digital Media

In addition to regular classes, the students of this wing are also enriched with the Master Classes by various
Guest Lecturers, Workshops, Seminars, etc. conducted by industry experts. In view of the recent trend of the
industry, students are benefited with more technical, practical, and creative inputs in addition to aesthetic and
theory inputs.

Pedagogic sessions will take place in the Academic Block of the Electronic and Digital Media wing that is
completed by the Civil Construction Wing of Prasar Bharati. Practical sessions, workshops and exercises
under the strict guidance of the faculty members takes place with the state-of-the-art equipment of the News
Studio and the Big Studio. The studios were set up in consultation with Broadcast Engineering Consultants
India Limited.

Department of Electronic and Digital Media Management

The course studies the process of the decision making methods involved in television and digital media
industry in the content, programming, marketing and sales departments of various media and entertainment
sectors. The media industry is undergoing rapid and significant changes in technology, regulation,
distribution and content. In this new global, digital, interactive, highly competitive and bottom-line-oriented
media world, managers must lead with strategic vision.

The course prepares ready professionals and young managers for the media, communication and
entertainmentindustry, e.g., in television channels, production houses, advertising agencies, etc.

Department of Writing for Electronic and Digital Media

The Department of Writing for Electronic and Digital Media offers a course with an hands-on approach
preparing students to become professional content creators in the television industry and for other digital
platforms. As they are taken through the two-year intensive, exhaustive and exciting process of learning the
craft of screenwriting; they are encouraged, steered, and mentored not only in discovering and shaping their
talent and abilities but to hone them into full-fledged skills, aided by the requisite tools, language, grammar
which they will be taught systematically.
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From writing the half hour daily soap, sitcom, one-hour drama, web shorts, documentary, quiz, game shows,
chat shows, etc., the pedagogic input addresses writing specific genres like thriller, romantic comedy or
science fiction. During the period from April 01, 2019 to March 31, 2020, the Department of Writing for
Electronic and Digital Media, apart from a regular busy and constructive academic calendar curriculum, also
conducted several highly useful and productive workshops for its students.

Department of Cinematography for Electronic and Digital Media

The course in Cinematography for Electronic and Digital Media is known for its thorough grounding in the
science and technology of digital image acquisition with qualitative inputs of visual aesthetics and art
appreciation. Simultaneously, compositions, shooting techniques, lighting theory are also taught in both the
fiction and nonfiction audiovisual medium through extensive practical classes and working on a wide variety
of programmes, both inside studios as well as on location, ensuring that students absorb the hands-on skills
needed to excel in the industry.

The department has a wide variety of camera equipment, accessories, grips along with lenses, television
sets and a project procured during April 01, 2019 and March 31, 2020. The department of Cinematography
for Electronic and Digital Media plans on developing new areas on the basis of online teaching as a tool for
fulfilling the course curriculum as promised to the students.

Department of Sound for Electronic and Digital Media

The department of Sound for Electronic and Digital Media is designed to train students who can excel in the
new and challenging media environment of the present day. The department gives stress on equipment and
skills suited for shooting and recording on the go (including mobile based platforms), challenging recording
environments like live sports shows, musical events, documentary and fiction. This course will help students
thrive in the new media landscape with both the technical acumen and the artistic knowledge and be trend-

settersin theirfields.

During April 01, 2019 to March 31, 2020, sound equipment for portable outside broadcast (prerequisite for
live music & live sports exercises) were procured and a 5. 7 surround sound mixing setup was installed in the
department.

Department of Direction and Producing for Electronic and Digital Media
The Department of Direction and Producing for Electronic and Digital Media targets at creating market ready
professionals to direct and produce audio-visual content for electronic and digital media including classical

television and over-the-top platforms.
They are trained in fiction and non-fiction content production including multi camera shows, news production

and live sports coverage, ready to direct and produce as per the necessity of the professional world.

Film and Television Institute, Arunachal Pradesh — Extended Campus of Satyajit Ray Film and
Television Institute

Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute has established its extended campus at Itanagar, Arunachal
Pradesh, at a temporary site. ‘A Short Trip of Cinema’, a ten-week duration short course on the Aesthetics of
Cinema, is organized in this campus twice annually. The course has been designed with basics such as Film
Direction & Screenplay, Cinematography, Editing, Sound Recording & Design, and Producing for Film. Six
short term courses from various specialisations and disciplines were conducted after its commencement
from March, 2017.

Formulated for undergraduates, students take admission from different parts of the nation, even though the
campus is in the north-eastern part of the country.

The aim of the course is:

1. Cinemain India is a very vast field that offers definite career options in its various departments and the
same can be pursued after completion of the course.

2. The knowledge imparted for the ‘basic apparatus’ and ‘sensibility’ required in making films.

3. Students after completing the program will be able to chart a path for them to pursue filmmaking as a
profession and accordingly choose a graduate and a postgraduate program that will empower them
furtherin reaching the goal.
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The fifth and sixth edition of the ten-week long certificate course, A Short Trip to Cinema, started from April
29,2019 to July 05,2019 and from October 14, 2019 to December 20, 2019 respectively.

Permanent Campus

The Government of Arunachal Pradesh handed over fifty-two acres of land of Jollang-Rakap village to the
Ministry of Information and Broadcasting of Government of India in June, 2016 for construction of Film and
Television Institute in Arunachal Pradesh.

The Ministry of Information and Broadcasting, Government of India awarded the construction job to the
Central Public Works Department in the month of March, 2019 and now the construction job is under
progress.

As per Detailed Project Report, total number of buildings will be twenty-one and completion of construction
would take tentatively two years from the commencement of the construction.

Joint Entrance Test

The results of Joint Entrance Test, 2019 for Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute and Film and
Television Institute of India was announced on May 23, 2019. The scorecard for the same was available on
the website till December 31, 2019 for more than six thousands candidates who applied for the Joint

Entrance Test, 2019.

Atotal of seventy students enrolled for the seventeenth batch under different specialisations of the film wing.
Thirty students enrolled themselves for the Electronic and Digital Media wing of the Institute.

Fifteen percentage of the seats were reserved for Scheduled Caste, seven point five percentage for the
Scheduled Tribe, twenty seven percentage for Other Backwards Classes candidates belonging to Non-
Creamy layer and horizontal reservation of five percentage for Persons with Benchmark Disabilities
Candidates.

The Joint Entrance Test, 2020 was conducted on February 15, 2020 and February 16, 2020 with Satyaijit
Ray Film and Television Institute as the nodal institution. More than nine thousands candidates appeared in
the exam held at twenty one examination centres across the nation. Expert agencies were also engaged to
conduct the examination.

In addition, newspaper advertisements were published and social media were used to disseminate
information regarding the Joint Entrance Test, 2020. Admission Seminars were conducted in various
centres across the country to reach out all sectors of the society and spread information regarding the
Institutions. These seminars generated comprehensive awareness of Joint Entrance Test 2020 and about
the newly introduced, yet time-appropriate and dynamic courses on Electronic and Digital Media.

Assessment of answer scripts of Joint Entrance Test 2020 began at Satyajit Ray Film and Television
Institute from March 11, 2020.

Scholarships Offered

Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute awards scholarship based on merit and performances in
semesters. At the beginning of the integrated course in the first semester, two Indian enrolled students who
scored the top marks in the respective admission test become eligible for scholarship. On the performance of
the every preceding semester, two Indian students from each specialisation is awarded a scholarship, purely
on the basis of term-ending evaluation and overall assessment of performance.

ACADEMIC EXPANSION PROGRAM
India Technical and Economic Cooperation Programme

Satyaijit Ray Film and Television Institute received approval from the Ministry of External Affairs, Government
of India, to conduct series academic programmes on the aesthetics and technologies related to film,

electronic media and digital media.
In this regard, the Institute conducted a four-week long course from January 20, 2020 to February 16, 2020.

The subject matter of the course was “News and Current Affairs using State of the Art tools”. Supported by
the Ministry of External Affairs, a total of fifteen participants from Malaysia, Tanzania, Mozambique, Vietnam,
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SriLanka, Guyana, Sudan, Cuba, South Sudan, Maldives, Ethiopia and Egypt have successfully completed

the course.
The second edition of this programme, another four-week long course on News and Current Affairs, was

conducted from February 22, 2020 to March 20, 2020. Fourteen participants from Afghanistan, Colombia,

Tanzania, Namibia, Kenya, Cuba, Maldives, Grenada and Vietnam have successfully completed the course.
The third edition, another four-week long programme exclusively on “Electronic & Digital Media

Management” was conducted from February 24, 2020 to March 22, 2020. The participants of the course
were sixteen journalists from Bangladesh.

Mini INPUT
Satyaijit Ray Film and Television Institute organized a series of Mini INPUT in August, 2019 and December,
2019. In these events, the participants got an exclusive opportunity to interact with the television
professionals (channel executives, commission editors, directors and producers) from all over the world
through skype. Following are few notable films that screened during Mini INPUT, which followed a creative
and technical interaction, debate and a lively exchange of ideas with the crewmembers:

The sessions were graced by many distinguished scholars, journalists, televisions and film personalities
besides the faculty members and students from several media institutes around the city. These noteworthy
and memorable events were widely covered by the national and regional media, as well.

A total of eighteen participants from Bhartendu Natya Academy appeared in a six weeks course on Film

Appreciationfrom November 18,2019 to December 27, 2019.
A total of twenty six participants from National School of Drama attended a ten-day course on Film

Appreciation course scheduled from January 22, 2020 to February 1, 2020.

Research Fellowship Programme
Satyaijit Ray Film and Television Institute awarded three fellowships for external independent research in the

field of cinema. Jenson Joseph submitted his paper on Speculative Middleman: Distribution Practices in
Malayalam Cinema of the 1970s and 80s, Nandita Banerjee on Changing Portrayal of Muslim Woman in
Indian Cinema Representative Case Studies and Anuj Kumar, an alumnus of the Institute, on Cinema of
Jharkhand.

Publications

Take One, the peer reviewed annual research journal of Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute, with the
focus of giving importance to the arena of research in filmmaking, electronic media and digital media content
and production. The Volume One Issue One was published in May 2019 and is an ensemble of five research
articles capturing technology, aesthetics, movement, history as well as the contemporary practices in
cinema and digital media.

Short-Term Skill Development Courses on Latest Trends of Media and Entertainment in districts of
West Bengal

Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute launched short term foundation courses in the latest trends of
Media & Entertainment in collaboration with Ramakrishna Mission and Math and Peerless Skill Academy.

The content of the courses was framed as per guidelines of National Skill Development Council.
The inauguration took place on April 5, 2019 in presence of Swami Vedatitannanda, Principal, Ramakrishna

Mission Shilpa Mandira, Belur as Chief Guest and Shri Kalyan Debnath, Chief Executive Officer of Peerless

Group Academy. The courses are: (i) Digital Film-Making, (ii) Screen Acting and (iii) Script Writing.
The first edition of the courses commenced from April 06, 2019 to June 22, 2019 during the weekends in
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various districts of West Bengal. A total of fifty seven participants had completed these courses. Certificates
were awarded to the participants in a Valediction function held on June 29, 2019 at Satyaijit Ray Film and
Television Institute.

The fourth edition of a short-term course in Digital Filmmaking successfully completed at Siliguri in January,

2020.

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of SATYAJIT RAY FILM AND TELEVISION INSTITUTE,
which comprises of the Balance sheet as on 31st March 2020, the Income & Expenditure Account, Receipts
&. Payments Account for the year ended 31st March 2020, a summary of significant accounting policies and
other explanatory information, on the date annexed thereto which we have signed under reference to this
report.

Management Responsibility

Management is responsible for the preparation of these financial statements that give a true and fair view of
the financial position and the financial performance of the business in accordance with the Accounting
Standards. This responsibility includes the design, implementation and maintenance of internal control
relevant to the preparation and presentation of the financial statements that give a true and fair view and are
free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

We believe that the Audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our
audit opinion.

Auditors Opinion
We report that

1) No provision has been made for Contingent Liability of Rs 62,16,195/- towards a court award against
CIVIL CONSTRUCTION WING (Civil) in 27/01/2009 and demand of Rs 3,58,860/- for AY 2007-08 to
2019-20 for non-compliance of TDS provisions as per Income Tax Act.

2) There s no utilization guideline in respect of accumulated endowment funds.

3) The Institute has not filed any Income Tax Return since inception till 2016-17 and started filing of Income
Tax Returns fromA.Y 2017-18.

4) As confirmed by the management the advance of Rs 26,02,207/- paid to civil construction wing for hiring
semi-skilled workers for maintenance of premises and horticulture. Further a sum of Rs 25,00,000/- is
paid to Civil Construction Wing for Electrical Maintenance. Further a sum of Rs 50,00,000/- is paid to
Civil Construction Wing the nature of which is yet to be confirmed.

Subject to above and note number 2, 5, 8, 9, 10 of notes on accounts for the year under report, in our opinion
and to the best of our information and according to explanations given to us, the financial statements give a
true and fair view in conformity with the accounting principles generally accepted in India.

a) inthe case of the balance sheet of the state of affairs of the society as at March 31, 2020;

b) in the case of the income and expenditure account, of the deficit for the year ended on that date:

c) Inthe case of receipts & payments account for the year ended on that date.

Emphasis of Matter
1) Balance of Rs 257583459/-in CAPITAL WORK IN PROGRESS Account comprises of Rs. 50407035/-
which is an opening balance. Out of it, a sum of Rs 9000966/- has been transferred as an addition to
the Editing block subsequent to handing over of the block to the Institute by CCW and Rs 13822610/-
is transferred as an addition to the COE EDM Building.
2) Electricity Meter readings of Staff Quarters for Quarter D-06 for the month of June and B-05 for the
month of April, May, June were missing. Further the Details of Opening Meter reading of 8-11 for
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completed due to absence of Authorised Personnel in the Institute on account of COVID-19 Pandemic.

4) Employee Declaration for Calculation of Deduction of TDS on Salary Should be taken in writing and
keptin record for all employees.

5) Completion Certificate on work done by CCW was requested in order to check the capitalization of
amount to respective works but the same could not be furnished.

6) TDS on advance payments made to BECIL for Construction was not deducted by the institute. The
same has been intimated to the management.

7) Vehicle Log Book for the vehicles bearing Registration no WB 06D5992 and WB 20U6730 were
incomplete to give appropriate comment on the same.

8) The Financial Statements are partly on accrual basis and partly on cash basis. However, the same is a
wrong accounting policy being followed. The management has assured the conversion from the
existing system of accounting to accrual basis of accounting in the coming year.

The effect of the wrong accounting policy is not quantifiable with the details provided to us.

9) Many of the Assets of the Institute shown under Fixed Assets are of obsolete nature. The Management
should take a decision to scrap them and remove them from the list of assets since the same acts as a
substantial value out of the value of Fixed Assets. Further many obsolete assets can be treated as an
antique artifact and presented in a separate block as a Museum. The same can be a source of revenue
as per the discussion with the management and the same IS being considered to be put up in the next
meeting.

10) Income from Renting of Premises is a major part of revenue of the Institute. However, the Institute does
not charge for cancellation of booking or extension of booking beyond the scheduled time.

11) Rent free Accommodation should be added as perquisite to the employee’s salary and computation of
income tax should be done accordingly.

12) Students Security deposit upto the 14th Batch amounting to Rs. 2777698/- should be written off. The
Management has notified that the same will be given effect after recommendation of SFC & Governing
Councilinits next meeting.

13) Security Deposit of library, Hostel and Others amounting to Rs 650000/-, Rs 524000/- and Rs
2306226/- respectively up to the 14lh batch should be written off. The Management has notified that the
same will be given effect after recommendation of SFC & Governing Council in its next meeting.

14) Earnest Money deposit of Rs 446770/- should be returned back to the tenderee at once. If the same is
not possible, the same should be written off and transferre d to the Corpus fund.

15) There is an outstanding TOS demand of Rs. 358860/- out of which none of it is of the reporting period.
Steps for correction/payment of the same have been initiated by the management.

16) Scholarships amounting to Rs. 419700/- are reflected as payable as on 1st April 2019 and the same
has not been paid during the year. The same has been intimated to the Management.

17) Advances Given to Sri Chaitanva Mahaprabhu of Rs. 20000/- and Advance Student Workshop (SRFTI)
Non Plan amounting to Rs. 1717/- should be written off if not recoverable.

18) Advances amounting to Rs. 181672.43/- to Broadcast Engineering Consultants India limited if not
recoverable should be written off after complying with necessary procedures. The Management has
notified that the same will be given effect after recommendation of SFC & Governing Council in its next
meeting. The listis annexed as Annexure-I.

19) Amount Recoverable from Jiya Travels on account of recoverable from Car hiring amounting to Rs.
1371/-, Salary Payable to Mr. Jayanta Mandai amounting to Rs. 10376/- should be written off. The
Management has notified that the same will be given effect after recommendation of SFC & Governing
Councilinits next meeting.

20) The Fixed Assets register is not complete and not updated. The physical verification of Fixed Assets
was conducted by the management as per Sl. no 8 of the notes to accounts but major discrepancies
have been noticed during our verification. The same is reported to the management. Further No
Physical Verification was conducted by the Internal Auditor till the date of Audit.

21) The Internal Auditor had not submitted the Internal Audit report for the 4th Quarter of the year due to
Lockdown and the COVID-19 Pandemic. The same was not provided to us till the date of report and the
same has not been verified by us.

ACCOUNTING CONVENTION

The Financial Statements are prepared on the basis of historical cost convention and on the
accrual method of accounting except in the case of Tuition Fees, Hostel Fees, Library Fees,
Repairs & Maintenance, Electricity & Telephone, which are on cash basis.

CORPUS FUND

Grants-in-Aid for creation of capital assets under Plan & Non-Plan have been transferred to
Corpus Fund. Grants-in-Aid for revenue expenditure has been credited to Income &
Expenditure A/c following the Income approach of accounting.

DEPRECIATION

Depreciation had been calculated on written down value method and at the rates prescribed
in Income Tax Act, 1961 save & except “LIBRARY BOOKS” and “OTHER FIXED ASSETS”
items on which @40% has been charged. Depreciation has been provided for the full year in
respect of assets procured during the first half of the current financial year and at 50% of the
prescribed rates in the IT Act for assets procured during the second half of the financial year.

REPAIRS & MAINTENANCE

Expenditure under Repairs & Maintenance including AMC have been bifurcated under (i)
Academic Expenses (Schedule 17) in respect of maintenance of equipment used
exclusively by the Academic Departments & (ii) Administrative Expenses, for office
equipment used solely by Administrative Sections.

GOVERNMENT GRANTS AND SUBSIDIES
Government Grants are recognized in the Financial Statements on accrual basis.

INVESTMENT / DEPOSIT

Investments against earmarked funds and interest accrued thereon are made with a
Scheduled Bank and have been shown separately under Schedule 3 forming part of the
Balance Sheet.

RETIREMENT BENEFITS

In respect of gratuity and leave encashment, valuation based on actuarial method has not
been impacted in the accounts. Payment for gratuity, leave encashment are projected in the
budgets submitted to the Ministry.

SCHEDULE 25 : NOTES ON ACCOUNTS FOR THE YEAR 2019-20

The Institute has been established by the Ministry of Information and Broadcasting, Government
of India, as a fully/substantially funded Autonomous Body. It is registered as a Society under the
West Bengal Societies Registration Act, 1961.

The Institute is in possession of land measuring 39.36 Acres of which 20 Acres was gifted by
Government of West Bengal and 19.36 Acres against payment made by the Ministry of
Information & Broadcasting to the Government of West Bengal. Conveyance deeds for both these
pieces of land are yet to be executed in favour of the Institute. As a result the Institute is unable to
record the cost of the land in the Books of Accounts. Further, a total of Rs. 15.9019 crore was
requisitioned towards Land Decretal by a court order during the course of the year. Out of the
amount thus requisitioned Rs. 15.6068 crore has been paid and the balance of Rs. 0.2951 crore
has been provided for under Current Liabilities.

The Institute has been pursuing the matter with the concerned authorities for quite some time.
More over an adjoining piece of land measuring 0.74 Acres has been allotted to the Institute by the
Government of West Bengal but it has not yet been officially handed over.

There has been no further development on these issues.

Normally all payments have been digitalized in line with instruction from the Government of India,
barring a few exceptions like payments for student’s projects, payments for reimbursement of
expenses and honorarium, payment for Diploma Films etc.

Adjustments in respect of certain sub-heads ‘advances for projects’ relating to Endowment Fund
will be taken up in right earnest, in FY 2020-21, in view of the fact that status of the projects could
hardly be ascertained with necessary follow — up action, as a result of repeated ‘Lock Down’ of
operations in some individual projects during the course of the current financial year FY 2019-20.

The management has taken up the matter of unsettled advances seriously and steps have been
taken to recover the same with sizeable portion of the outstanding amount having already been
adjusted /recovered during the course of the year.

Old outstanding dues on account of tuition fees and hostel rent from students have been adjusted
against security deposits held wherever applicable and to the extent possible. During the year
2019-20, old receivables and unsettled outstanding advances lying unadjusted for over 5 years
and amounting to Rs. 48,660/- have been written off, in terms of the approval of the Standing
Finance Committee at its 35th meetingon 07.08.2019.

An expenditure of Rs.62,16,195/- towards a court award against CCW (Civil) in 27.01.2009 has
not been considered for adjustment due to non receipt of reply from MIB.
