In furtherance and enhancement of the
automation process carried out through
the software modules developed by
Masters , an MoU has been signed with
Hipro Software Solutions to develop two
specific modules viz., Thiagarajar
College Online Admission System (TCOAS)
and Thiagarajar College Academic
Process Management System (TCAPMS).
TCOAS module will generate online
application, quota wise merit list and
rank list. In addition, dispatch SMS to
registered mobile numbers and call
letters to the login id of the
applicants are enabled along with other
admission process. TCAPMS module is
programmed in such a way to manage OBE
based curriculum, attendance, conduct
of formative and summative
examinations, valuation and evaluation
of attainment of POs, PSOs and COs.
Bulk SMS facility procured from BSNL is
used to intimate dates of PTA meetings,
invigilation schedule for formative and
summative examinations, special events
and programmes to larger groups. Igates
software is used to monitor and collect
data on late comers Library is
automated with Modern Lib software and
all the department libraries are linked
to General Library which facilitates
monitoring of book issued to staff and
students. The accounts of College
office and Hostel office are managed
through Tally software With VB as front
end and MS access as backend, the
module developed by our students under
the guidance of our faculty, is
underway in managing the process of
CoE’ office. The CoE office has
digitalized consolidated mark sheets of
our outgoing students and deposited in
National Academic depository (NAD). We
respond to verification of genuiness of
the marks statements through email.
Payments for purchases utilizing
Government funds are through Public
Finance Management System (PFMS)
portal. Teaching and non teaching data



have been digitalized in Integrated
Financial Human Resource Management
System (IFSHRM) and staff salary is
paid via epay roll facility provided by
the Govt. of Tamilnadu. All other money
transactions are only through
NEFT/RTGS. Unspent money during
settlement of accounts of centrally
sponsored schemes is refunded through
www.bharatkosh.gov.in. We have
registered in the RUSA portal for RUSA
grant under the scheme “Infrastructure”
Provisions have been made in the
college website to students, parents,
alumni and other stakeholders for
offering structured feedback. Both. A
staff group in Whatsapp has been
created with Principal as admin to
communicate instant messages. To reduce
paper usage, most of the
communications, with the Management,
Directorate of collegiate Education
(DCE), Joint directorate of Collegiate
education ( JDCE ), VC, Registrar, Dean
and CoE of MKU and UGC are through
emails only.

 2.3.2 – Students mentoring system available in the institution? Give details. (maximum 500 words)

  Mentoring is an ancient Indian practice, which nurtures the values and tradition, and Thiagarajar College is
practicing it in generalized and specialized forms. General mentoring: In the beginning of the academic career of

all students are given an orientation towards the educational system practiced in college in general and
uniqueness of Thiagarajar College. Series of lectures and programmes are organized to the vision and mission

of the college and to enhance character building, nation building, Indian values, ethics and citizenship. During the
course of study, students are sensitized on the ill effects of gender discrimination, narcotics, ragging sexual

abuse, cyber crime through awareness programmes. Under Part V programme (mandatory that a student must
choose any one of the programmes among NCC (Army), NCC (Navy), NSS, Physical Education, Rotract Club,

Nature Club, SSL, YRC, Value Education Centre etc.,), students are trained in living skills viz., rainwater
harvesting, tree plantation, road safety, caring abandoned children and old people, food and waste management.

To connect the students with the community, the college has adopted five villages and program are being
organized under Swachha Bharat, Unnat Bharat Abiyan, Ayushman Bharth and digital India. Every year students
participating in International yoga day and perform yoga and measures are being taken to promote the culture of
practicing yoga daily.

learners and their progress is closely monitored and recorded. The mentors, if necessary counsel those who are
in need of personal counseling with their parents. The Mentor Tutorial Class record is being maintained for each

student to follow the academic and behavioural path of the students and helps the students for their
selfevaluation. In addition to class mentor, 5S coordinator of each department advice and train the students to
adopt 5S principles for having clean academic environment which is an initiation towards Swachha Bharat. To
promote participation in NPTEL programmes, the college has a Director, on line courses, who disseminate the
details about various courses, date of commencement of registration, assignment submission and examination

and also facilitates online registration through mentors of each departments specifically nominated for the
purpose. As a result NPTEL has listed as one of the top 100 local chapters and has declared ours as an active
local chapter.
